C.C.N.S.W. MATCH REPORT No 20: UAE and YARALLA AND ASHFIELD DE LA SALLE OLD BOYS AND LORDS TAVERNERS WEDNESDAY 3 MARCH- SUNDAY 7 MARCH 2010 
THE UNITED ARAB EMIRATES AT CAMPERDOWN PARK, CAMPERDOWN  ON WEDNESDAY 3 MARCH 2010: REPORT BY PAUL MOORHOUSE 

After particular difficulties in getting a full team for a midweek fixture, C.C.N.S.W. ended up with nine players at the commencement time, with two others to arrive at various times thereafter.  Fortunately we won the toss and were able to bat first.  The general plan was to rely on the relatively strong batting line-up which had been assembled to post a large total and compensate for any shortcomings in the teams’ bowling stocks.  

The opposing UAE side was comprised wholly of Pakistanis who lived in the Emirates.  They were down to 10 fit men due to injury, but were very keen for this match to proceed as they had had their two previous fixtures washed out, which is tough in the context of a one week tour.  We agreed to supply them with the extra fielder, and Dave Fagan kindly agreed at the last minute to come down at the tea break and bat for the opposition.

C.C.N.S.W. opening our innings with David Chin and  Craig Johnson.  After a few uneventful overs against modest medium pace bowling we lost Craig Johnson (11), and then guest player Damien Tyson (4).  The introduction of spin then saw David Chin (7) stumped, and C.C.N.S.W. had slumped to 3-29 after about 10 overs.  With only nine men at the ground, things were looking bleak.  Kel Morrison then combined with guest player John Le Couteur (17), and then with Ian Neil (17), in two partnerships that restored some respectability.   At the half-way mark we were 4-80, and with 11 players now at the ground hopes of a decent score had started to revive.  After Ian Neil departed, guest player Matt Freeman (19) hit one six, and then Kel departed for a well made 37 as he was looking to accelerate.  After that the opposition’s tidy spin bowling and regular wickets meant that we never really accelerated as we hoped.  A busy final wicket partnership between Joe Scarcella (7*) and Ken Yardy (11*) got us to 9-163, with the highlight being an all run four off the final ball with the team cheering wildly as the two aging speedsters sprinted up and down the pitch.

After a break C.C.N.S.W. opened the bowling with Damien Tyson and Joe Scarcella.  Damien bowled a tidy opening spell and picked up 2 wickets.  Joe (3-28) bowled his allowed 8 overs without change and swung the ball well, although he was put off his line a little by some harsh wide calls to balls that swung away from the UAE left handers.  Highlight of Joe’s spell was getting the UAE No 4 (and former U19 national representative) out first ball with one that swung away and left him playing uncertainly at ball that should have been left alone.  David Chin (1-30) took over from Damien, bowling accurate medium pacers.  At the drinks break we had the opposition at about 5-70, and we seemed in control.

After drinks Matt Freeman picked up David Fagan (8) caught in the deep, and then the opposition picked up the pace, largely through No 8 (Jameel)  While Paul  Moorhouse mostly kept things quiet at one end (apart from one six hit by Jameel), we struggled to hold the scoring from the other end.  Damien Tyson came back on and bowled his last 3 overs.  The ninth wicket partnership of about 50 threatened to win the game for UAE, until Le Couteur held a swirling high catch to remove the opposing No. 9. As things go tense the fielding, which had been excellent up until then, deserted us and Jameel was dropped twice off Tyson. When Moorhouse got the No 10, six runs were still required to tie. Jameel was about 50*, there were still 8 overs to bowl and all of our ‘front line’ bowlers had used up their allotted 8 overs. 

We went back to David Chin, who bowled a tidy over which went for only one.  We then turned to Steve Taylor, who told the skipper that he could be relied on to bowl tidy medium pace.  And mostly he did, save for one long hop that was dispatched tennis style by the opposing No 11 back past the bowler for 4.  A single off the last ball meant that No 11 retained the strike and the scores were tied.  All fielders came in for the start of the next over from Chin, including Kel Morrison being called into the slips cordon for (as he told us later) the first time in many years.  A thick outside edge flew slow and low, and Kel moved smartly at 2nd slip to take it cleanly.  Match tied.

The teams enjoyed a few drinks and some food at the ground.  We learned a bit about life in the Emirates, and were presented with a large gold bull as a memento of the fixture.

JACK PACE FINAL v YARALLA AT GODDARD OVAL, CONCORD  ON SUNDAY 17 MARCH 2010: REPORT BY ED SMITH

The big day had finally arrived.  The tough selection decisions had been made.  The batting order had been shaped, re-shaped and re-shaped again.  The team had even made a pact to have no more than ten beers the night before (nb. Saturday afternoon was excluded from the official beer count).  We were ready – unfortunately, the pitch was not.  It was still a bit damp and would benefit from another 3 hours of sun; batting first was not going to be easy and when Steve lost the toss, the Yaralla captain had no hesitation in sending us in.

Run machine Ian Allmey opened up with the ever-reliable Scott Wells but we got off to the worst possible start – Allmey caught at backward square leg first ball of the day trying to pull a popping delivery.  Captain Steve Taylor joined Scotty and the two of them were determined to dig in and see out the new ball on the explosive wicket.

Good bowling from the Yaralla openers (Ferreira and Hollister) was met with even better batting from our diminutive duo.  Steve and Scotty occasionally had to wear a few on the chest and thigh in order to build what proved to be the significant partnership of our innings throughout the vital and tricky first 15 overs on a spitting wicket.  With careful shot selection and anything down leg being called a ‘wide’, Steve and Scotty took our score through to 1 for 63 after 15 overs.  Just as the wicket was starting to settle down, however, Scotty (24 off 43 balls) tried to up the pace only to sky one to their Captain at point.

This brought Craig Johnson to the crease with immediate effect – a four off his first ball.  Craig and Steve combined beautifully to put on another 38 runs in only 8 overs until Steve – who had marshalled our score from 1 for none to 2 for 101 in just 23 overs – miss-cued a pull to the leg side and popped up a catch to square leg with his personal score on 31 off 75 balls – a classic Captain’s knock.

The table had been nicely set for a run feast and, with the powerful hitting of Derek Taylor, Tom Robertson, Ruaan Jonker, David Byrnes and Dave Stingl lining up for some tucker, we were eying off at least 180.  However, cricket seldom runs to the recipe and, with their fourth change bowler, Maiden, bowling on the spot combining with some rushes of batsmen’s blood, Derek Taylor was bowled for 2 (off 5 balls), Tommy Robertson was caught at mid-on trying to smash his first ball out of the local government area, and Byrnesy was bowled for 2 (off 6 balls) walking across his stumps trying to force to the leg side.  Fortunately, Ruaan Jonker was keeping his head down and was at the non-striker’s end to witness Craig Johnson turn one off his pads with his score on 46 (off 42 balls) only to be surprisingly given out L.B.W.!

 From 2 for 101 after 23 overs, we had descended to 7 for 130 in the 32nd over.  Ruaan was still at the crease and put on 12 runs with Dave Stingl (caught forcing the pace for 4 runs off 5 balls) and another 12 runs with Darren Kay until Ruaan was well caught at mid-wicket on our third last ball with his score on a very valuable 22 off 26 balls.  Darren Kay (4 not out off 3 balls) and Ed Smith (1 not out off 1 ball) then combined for a very stylish run-a-ball undefeated 10th wicket partnership of 2 leaving C.C.N.S.W. on 9 for 156 off our allotted 35 overs and their fourth change bowler, Maiden, with the impressive figures of 6 for 29 off 6 overs.

Club President Greg Brooks, who was out injured much to his chagrin, but regardless had driven half of us to the ground, scored all day, helped prepare the tea and  drove us home, was quietly confident with the total and gave us re-assuring thumbs up as we prepared for the second innings. Matt Gale our 12th man for the day did a brilliant job running drinks, keeping the scoreboard up to date with Peter Crooks (Tom Robertson’s driver) and fielding in 10 positions all at once…until Steve told him just to stand still and replace Ruaan who smashed his finger chasing one in to the fence.  Meanwhile, Brian Breakspear, the brilliant brain behind the City and Suburban competition, put on a refreshing afternoon tea (don’t worry, Bronwyn Virtue’s main job is not under threat) but most of us were too focussed on the bowling task that lay ahead (and Steve’s mid-match rev-up).  

 Our now established opening pair of Ed Smith and Dave Stingl took the new ball and Dave (1 for 17 off 6 overs) struck with only his fourth ball, trapping their right handed opener, Murray, L.B.W.   This brought their run machine, Telfer, to the crease and Ed nearly had him caught at second slip in the 5th over – a half chance low to Byrnsey’s left – it would have been a ripper.

It was from this stage of the match that Yaralla started to fight back.  After their first 10 overs they were only 32 runs but they had seen off the first spell of our usual early wicket taker, Ed Smith, without his claiming a scalp.  With a limit of 9 overs per bowler, Steve chose to keep 4 overs from Ed up his sleeve and he brought on our traditional middle order destroyer, David Byrnes, to see if he could break this annoying partnership.  

 Byrnesy opened up with a maiden but Dave Stingl’s last over went for 9 runs, Byrnsey’s second over went for 12 runs, and Derek Taylor’s first over of leggies went for 8.  From the 12th over to the 15th over of their innings, Yaralla poured on 37 runs for the loss of no wickets and things were looking grim unless we could break this partnership quickly.  Step forward the ever reliable off-spin of Byrnesy!

 In the turning point of the match, their first drop leading run scorer Telford, with his score on 34, inexplicably charged Byrnesy’s floated delivery trying to hit it to Queensland.  He missed, Byrnesy hit and the rot had set in.  A gentle reminder from Steve in the huddle that “we are in a [insert expletive] grand final so pull your [insert alternate expletive] heads out of your [insert relevant orifice]” and the very next over, Derek Taylor turned a big wrist spinner which beat the huge cross batted swing of the left hand opener, Clare, and he was bowled for 26.  Neither batsmen needed to take these risks – but when they did, we were there to seise the opportunity.

Byrnesy and Derek then bowled in perfect partnership to take the next 8 wickets for 27 runs featuring a stumping to Craig Johnson; a well judged outfield catch to Byrnesy and a high diving left handed juggling classic by Darren Kay at gully.  Derek finished off with 4 for 23 from his 8 overs and Byrnsey with 4 for 26 from his nine overs.  When Ed was reintroduced to mop up the tail, which he promptly did, clean bowling their number 11 and finishing with 1 for 26, Yaralla were all out on their home ground for 98!

 We had won! The Jack Pace Shield was ours – at least metaphorically given that I Zingari (Australia) had ‘forgotten’ to return the shield that they won last year.  Beer (courtesy of the Association) and French champagne (courtesy of Darren Kay, of course) flowed in the dressing room and at the presentation ceremony for the next hour before we all migrated to a nearby pub for a victory dinner and drink (all courtesy of Steve Taylor’s credit card! – thanks again Steve).  A lengthy fine session, a kangaroo court (that confirmed that all red heads should automatically be fined) and many laughs were had as the team celebrated the crowning achievement of 5 years of hard (but fun) toil.

On a soft and seaming wicket, another appallingly slow start as we struggled to 3-24 off the first 17 overs. Against steady bowling Paul Georgiadis was well caught at slip for 1; Martin Berry struck the ball crisply but straight to fielders before he also was caught for 1 and then Ross Dalgleish was again caught and bowled, this time off a leading edge trying to turn to leg, for 7.
Ken Grose and Russell Ludowyke, playing his first C.C.N.S.W. game since Sri Lanka then patiently restored the innings before Ken was bowled for 27, followed immediately by Jay Patel well caught at deep mid on for a duck. Dennis Cameron playing his first game of the season was unluckily run out for 1 by a direct hit from the deep mid wicket boundary going for what had appeared an easy second run. Russell retired for a chanceless 30* but the tail hardly contributed, and Russell was soon back at 9-85. Craig Johnson was originally the match day manager for this game, but with the Jack Pace final on, he flicked the responsibility to Ken Yardy.  Ken had a problem getting numbers for the game as there was also a Classics game on.  By Saturday night we still only had seven (7) players and people were avoiding Ken’s phone calls.  So accordingly Ken got drunk. Using batting pads and the opposition’s gloves, we went out to the constant internal sledging of Mick Thomson (he says it is coaching...we say it’s sledging!)  Mick opened the bowling and was a bit upset when a wide was given against him; he blamed Ken for making it look wider than it was when he fell over catching the ball!  But that the was the only bad ball in great opening spell from Thomo and Graham Buck, who was bowling a bit slower, but swinging the ball brilliantly on a good length.  Bucky was rewarded quickly with an edge which Mick Thomson swallowed at first slip.  Thomo then got the other opener to nick the ball to give Ken his first caught behind since he was wearing flouro shirts.  A couple of balls later, quick fielding from Paul Moorhouse saw a run out  given and the visitors were 3-11.  We had the smell of victory in our nostrils.  Maiden after maiden was bowled by the openers (four each) and they picked up another wicket each.  Great fielding and tight bowling saw the Lord Taverners 5-16 after 16 overs. Ed Richards and Patrick Scott then came on and started to tighten the noose, with both of them getting wickets.  After 25 overs of great bowling, the opposition was 8.-37 and it was all over bar the shouting…or the impending rain.

Rob McCormick and Mark De Brincat came on to bowl and the opposition took to them a little bit before Paul Moorhouse, who had hogged all the batting and the fielding to this time, now whispered in Ken’s ear that he wanted to shame us in the bowling department as well.  It was a familiar story.  Paul only got seven balls as he took two wickets, one a caught & bowled (he is on a hat-trick next time he plays!)  Paul, the question we beg to ask is; do you really need the rest of us? The Lord Taverners were rolled for 78 off 32 overs and the motley crew that came from a Saturday night call-up had overcome the frightful start for a stunning victory, which was celebrated with  the world’s cheapest Chinese meal at the Camperdown Bowling Club.

Then we found out that Dave Fagan had taken some pain killers for a back twinge in preparation for the game, went for a nap and only woke up after the game had ended!
