While David held up an end, on the fall of Ian Neil,  lusty hitting from Geoffrey Ong and Neilan Koovarjee took us to the brink of victory, adding 44 runs in 10 overs and needing only 6 off the final over. It was not to be and with a run out of David Chin for 20 off the final ball the match was tied!
So it is now 5 years (other than in the Mastes) since we have beaten I Zingari (Australia)
